Lutheran/Episcopal Joint Ministry
Update from the August 9 Meeting

During the latest meeting of the Covenant Council
with The Rev. Jason Leo (our consultant), the group
compiled a list of positive aspects of living in the
Washington Court House/Fayette County area. This
information, along with qualities and attributes of a
pastor/priest, will be put into a packet that will be giv-
en to prospective clergy.

Many mentioned the advantages of living in a small
town—a lower cost of living; a safe community; two

very good school districts; a local hospital associated
with OSU; a good local library; and proximity to three
major airports and more than fifteen schools of higher
learning.

Others talked about our fun and recreational offer-
ings—the YMCA; the county fair and Scarecrow Fes-
tival; walking and biking trails; three nearby State
Parks; our nearby golf courses; and a variety of dining
choices.

Thirdly, it was brought up that we do more joint
church and ministry missions than many churches in
large cities—Outreach programs include The Well at
Sunnyside, the Food Pantry, Come Grow with Us,
SOCKS, St. Vincent de Paul, Harvest Express, and we
provide a facility for AA. Spiritual Formation includes
being a site for Seminarians; Adult and Children Sun-
day School classes. We support a local school with the
Academy of Scholars event. In the area of Fellowship,
we offer our joint mission with Good Shepherd and
St. Andrew’s, the Lenten Series: Soup and a Movie,
Talk at the Tavern, A Tasteful Event, our annual Har-
vest Celebration, Euchre/Bridge Get-togethers, a time
for fellowship on Sundays.
